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POLICY 

1. At Registration

a) Players must be registered before attending tryouts (for league play), practices, games or programs. 

I. A minimum payment of $50 per program is necessary at the time of registration: players will not be registered without payment. 

II. Player acceptance for any program is not considered complete until full payment is received or arrangements have been made for full payment. 

III. In addition any outstanding balance from previous seasons must be settled before registration is complete. 

IV. Payments must be received by the Dartmouth United Soccer Club (DUSC) and processed by office staff before players are eligible for placement in a DU program.

b) If 4 or more children from a single family are being registered there is a fee reduction for the 4th child. The DUSC office must be contacted before registering in order to receive the reduction.  

2. Fee Exceptions 

a) Exceptions may be granted if participants are requesting funding through supporting agencies (i.e. KidSport, HRM Kids). Players are required to discuss these options and show evidence of seeking funding by contacting the DUSC office at dusc@ns.aliantzinc.ca or at 902-433-3872. 

b) Players and/or families whose complete funding commitments are not met from alternate sources must contact the DUSC office or DUSC Registrar to discuss options. 

3. Change Requests within the Mini Division 

a) After payment has been processed, registrants who desire to change their original selections in the registration process must contact the Dartmouth United Office to request a transfer. The standard administrative fee will be charged for all change requests that are completed. Change requests will not be completed until the administrative fee has been paid. 

4. Administrative Fees & Minimum Payments

a) The administrative fee referred to in this policy and minimum payment requested shall be determined by the Board of Directors. 

I. For the calendar year 2010 the minimum payment is $50. 

II. The administrative fee for every change request is $15.

III. There will be a $20 charge for cheques returned by your financial institution.

b) If minimum payments are not received; or if cheques are returned by the financial institution, or if administrative fees are not paid; players will be placed “not in good standing”. The consequences of the placement will include being denied participation in tryouts, being withheld from team lists, being suspended from practices and games; until payment in full has been received and confirmed by the DUSC office. 

c) Payment of outstanding fees to individuals representing DUSC (i.e. Coaches, Technical Staff, Managers, and Members of the Board of Directors) does not constitute payment to the office. Monies received will only be deemed payments when they are processed by the DUSC office.
